e As per New Jersey State Law and Chapter 614 of the Code of the

Township of Nutley, recyclingis MANDATORY for all property
owners, tenants, residents and businesses.

e It is the responsibility of the resident to recycle according to the
listed guidelines.

e Recyclables are to be placed in the correct container at the curb
no earlier than 5:00pm the night before or no later than
6:00am the day of collection.

e You can help avoid missed pickups by:

o Not placing your recyclables next to trees, telephone poles,
parked cars or other obstructions

o Having the material at the curb for collection at the proper
times and in the proper recycling containers.

e Recyclables may not be placed in the street or placed in plastic
bags (except shredded paper).

Residents may dispose of 2 tires at a time (without
Tires rims). Please call 973-284-4984 to schedule a pick
up. Tires from commercial vehicles are not
accepted.
Used Bring used motor oil to any service station that
Motor Oil |works on cars or to the Municipal Garage.
Vehicle Vehicle batteries can be dropped off in the
Batteries [designated bin at the Municipal Garage.
